Article II
District Secretary

Section 1 – The District Governor shall appoint prior to the beginning of his/her year, a District Secretary who shall be a Past District Governor to serve during his/her year.

Section 2 – The District Secretary shall [be responsible for the preservation of] preserve all of the records of the District, including the District Conference, the District Assembly, the Advisory and Finance committee meetings, and such other records as the District Governor may deem advisable.  The District Secretary shall perform clerical duties as assigned to him/her by the District Governor.          

Article V 
Finances


Section 1

b. The District Governor [-Elect] and [incoming] District Treasurer shall prepare a budget of estimated income and proposed District expenses…………..

Section 6 - The District Governor shall, as soon as feasible, establish a 

District Reserve Account.  Monies for this account shall come from not more than 50 cents per capita of annual District dues [, at the discretion of each District Governor.]

Article IX
President-Elect  Training Seminar and District Assembly

Section 2 – The District Governor-Elect in cooperation with the District Trainer and with the assistance of the District Governor shall conduct a District Assembly for Rotary instruction, information, and coordination, usually in early April.  Changes to [Proposed] District per capita dues shall be made [ presented ]at District Assembly [,following the proposed annual District budget,]  with [for] approval of  [ both by] three fourths (3/4)* of the incoming Presidents present.  The District Governor-Elect shall provide all of the clubs at least thirty (30)* days’ notice of [the proposed budget and per capita dues.] any proposed changes in the District By-Laws or per capita assessments.  following presentation  of the proposed annual budget.  

Article X
Annual Dues

Section 1 – Each club shall pay a per capita assessment of $26.00 for the support of the District Governor and for the administration of the District.  The assessment is due and payable on July 1 and represents the number of members of the clubs as of that date.  No pro-rata assessment for the members inducted after that date shall be assessed until the following July 1.

Section 2 –The increase of assessment shall begin July 1. 2005.  The increase of assessment shall be specific to the support of the conferences of the District and Services for the District Governor.  Five(5)* dollars of each assessment shall support the conferences of the District and five (5) dollars of each member’s assessment shall be used to provide support services for the administration of the District Governor.  [Annual per capita dues shall first be reviewed by the District Advisory and Finance committee prior to presentation for approval at the annual District Assembly.]
