3. Complete parent form online at https:/shorturl.at/YlL.gag. This permission form will be sent to the parent/guardian
email provided by the student.

3. You can send the registration link to the student via email for the student to complete the online form. Be sure the
student has the name of your club to be used in the online form. Make sure they also have their parent or guardian fill
out the parent form.

4. If you plan to send students to RYLA in April, here is the process for making a payment. You will send your check
to Mike Robson. Checks can be made out to Rotary District 6460 with a memo note to RYLA and the number of
students you are sending.

5. Please note that students should not drive themselves. This is to ensure the safety of the students attending.
